During the second 
part, the trainer will open breakout rooms so that participants 
can listen back to their own recording and identify their own 
errors. 
Finally, the trainer will focus on hands-on strategies for a 
more idiomatic use of the language and suggest suitable 
exercises or activities for participants to use during their own 
deliberate practice sessions.
